Around twenty  of us had our first monthly ñGet Togetherò in September. We 
shared news, we shared good books. We heard about POW ï Prayer on 
Wheels that happened on 18 September and learnt something about the ñFishò Philosophy. 
 
One a wet day in Cornwall, my wife Allison having read all her books started on the  set in the 
flat where we staying in Bude. One of the books was simply called ñFishò it was a small book, 
a bit of one of those management self help books.  
 
It basically told of a manager who had been promoted to sort out the third floorïthe ñtoxic     
energy dumpò. The department that every other hated dealing with and once you were moved 
there that was the end of your career until you left. This new manager was at her wits end and 
went for a walk one lunchtime and found herself in a fish market. Where there were crowds of 
people around one stall, there was laughter and fun, and plenty of selling. It was the antics of 
the fish mongers who attracted such a crowd.  
 
One of them noticed her and befriended her and shared the secret of 
their ñworld classò success, it was four steps 

1. Be aware and in control of your own attitude-others catch it.

4.   Be present for your customer 
 
She began to implement these steps in her department which wasnôt an 
easy thing to do and yes you guessed it became a success and the place everybody wanted 
work.

As Godôs people we too should look at these four steps and apply them, our attitude, the fun 
factor, making somebodyôs day and being present in the moment and not waiting to move on. 
Since reading this I have become aware of how Iôm dealt with when being served in a shop. It 
struck me how there are hundreds people in our area are similarly assess us too and the   
message we say we live. Wasnôt the Pope inspirational on this? 
 
Also on holiday I worshiped at St Marks Haydock and they were recording 100 acts of        
kindness in their area (they are currently celebrating their centenary), acts of kindness or    
making somebodyôs day what an impact! Perhap we should do 156 acts of kindness! 
 
ñFishò particular appeals to me because of it Christian connection. The fish symbol is of course 
to us an act of kindness, the greek word for fish is IKTHUS, which the early Christians used for 
each letter to say Jesus Christ God Son Saves. That should tick all the boxes.
