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What‟s the Big Idea?  

An Introduction to the Old Testament book of Ruth 

 

The book of Ruth is a Hebrew short story told with 

consummate skill. The name Ruth means "mercyò, and 

the story shows how Godôs grace and mercy operate in 

difficult circumstances. The practical truths of loyalty, 

love, kindness, the value of people, and the need to 

understand one another are the things that really stand 

out in this story. 

 

Ruth is a like a drama told in four acts. The prologue 

tells us how Naomi, her husband and two sons went to 

Moab, where her sons married. Eventually, Naomiôs 

husband and sons died, and she decided to return to 

Bethlehem in Judea (1:1-7). 

 

In the first act, Naomi tells her Moabite daughters-in-

law, Orpah and Ruth, to stay in Moab. Orpah eventu-

ally agreed, but Ruth refused to leave Naomi and     

accompanied her to Bethlehem (1:8-22). The next act 

sees Ruth gathering barley in the fields of Naomiôs 

relative, Boaz, who showed special concern for Ruth 

(2:1-23). 

 

The third act takes place at the threshing floor where, 

at Naomiôs instigation, Ruth hides until Boaz falls 

asleep and then quietly lies down by his feet. When 

Boaz awakes, Ruth expresses her desire to marry him 

according to the custom of the kinsman-redeemer. But 

Boaz tells her that another man has a prior claim (3:1-

18). Finally, at the city gate, the other relative          

renounces his claim, and Boaz marries Ruth (4:1-12). 

The epilogue relates Naomiôs joy at this turn of events 

and then lists Ruthôs descendants, including King 

David (4:13-18). 

 

The story of Ruth takes place during the period of the 

judges; however it shows us people doing what was 

right in Godôs eyes. His unseen hand directs the lives 

of the characters to accomplish his purpose eg óSo 

Naomi returned from Moab accompanied by Ruth the 

Moabitess, her daughter-in-law, arriving in Bethlehem 

as the barley harvest was beginningô (1:22). He      

transforms Naomiôs sorrow into joy, rewarding Ruth 

with a place of honour in Israelôs history. In Boaz, we 

see a foreshadowing of the redemptive work of Jesus 

Christ, as he pays the price to secure Ruthôs future.  

 

 óIn its artful telling of this óoutsiderô widow, uprooted 

and obscure, who turns out to be the great-grandmother 

of David and the ancestor of Jesus, the book of Ruth 

makes it possible for each of us to understand our-

selves, however ordinary, as irreplaceable in the full 

telling of Godôs storyô. (Eugene Peterson). 

 

 

An introduction to the New Testament:                     

   2 Corinthians 

 

óFor anyone operating under the naµve presumption 

that joining a Christian church is a good way to meet 

all the best people and cultivate smooth social          

relations, a reading of Paulôs Corinthian                    

correspondence is the prescribed cureô (Eugene        

Peterson).  

 

The apostle Paul is undoubtedly the author of 2       

Corinthians. It is the fourth letter that he sent to the 

church in Corinth, together with the house churches in 

Achaia (modern day Greece). The four letters are (1) a 

previous letter mentioned in 1 Cor.5:9; (2) 1 Corin-

thians; (3) a ósevereô letter mentioned in 2 Cor. 2:3ï4; 

and (4) 2 Corinthians. Paul wrote the letter from      

Macedonia around A.D. 55, a year or so after 1         

Corinthians. 

 

Paul had a number of reasons for writing the letter: 

1. To express the comfort and joy he felt because the 

Corinthians had responded favorably to his painful  

letter (1:3-4; 7:8-9,12-13).    

2. To let them know about the trouble he went through 

in the province of Asia (1:8-11) and explain why he 

changed his travel plans (1:12-2:4).  

3. To ask them to forgive those who offended him   

(2:5-11).   

4. To warn them not to be ñyoked together with        

unbelieversò (6:14-7:1).  

5. To explain the true nature and calling of Christian 

ministry (2:14-7:4).  

6. To teach them about the grace of giving and to     

ensure that they completed the collection for the   

Christians at Jerusalem (chs. 8-9).  

7. To deal with the opposition in the church (chs. 10-

13) and prepare for his coming visit (12:14; 13:1-3,10).  

 

It is the most personal of all Paul's letters, as he       

defends his leadership against his opponents. They  

accused him of inconsistencies, questioned his motives 

and challenged his credentials. A major theme of the 

letter concerns the relationship between suffering and 

the power of the Spirit in Paul's life and ministry. His 

opponents argued that Paul suffered too much to be a 

Spirit-filled apostle of Christ. He replies by showing 

that his weakness is the means by which believers are 

comforted and Christ is made known in the world. His 

sufferings embody the death of Christ, while his           

endurance demonstrates resurrection power and is a 

means by which God reveals his glory, óBut he said to 

me, "My grace is sufficient for you, for my power is 

made perfect in weakness." Therefore I will boast all 

the more gladly about my weaknesses, so that Christ's 

power may rest on me.ô (2 Cor 12:9).

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Messy Church at Keswick Convention  
 

The last Wednesday in July and the 
first Wednesday in August, some of us 
were invited to Keswick, in the Lake 
District, to the annual Christian 
Convention, to put on a first ever 
Keswick Messy Church showcase. 
Volunteer Messy Church leaders and 
Co-ordinators came from Durham, 
Blackburn, Chester, Wrexham, 
Birmingham, Edinburgh and of course 
Liverpool to create a Messy Creation 
theme for anyone who had booked in.  
 
The car was packed & fuelled up and the crafts were prepared. I had written a 
Celebration Time Creation Story which came out of an IKEA bag (didnôt God 
create IKEA?) and after a really good unmessy motorway journey we arrived 
in Keswick in time to meet the rest of the Messy Team, pray, eat lunch 
together then prepare the messy tent. I say tent, it was big and substantial, 
but what we soon found out was that there werenôt any tables or chairs and 
the bookings had gone so well for the first Wednesday that the Keswick 
Convention organisers had allowed 85 all-ages to book in and yet the tent 
looked only able to accommodate 50 including us. Another prayer was 
needed! 
 
But with plastic sheeting/table cloths on the ground for crafts, an early queue 
of very patient folk and then the Team kicking into messy action with crafts 
such as butterflies, biscuit decorating, fish, parrots, stormy seas in bottles, sun 
catchers etc. we didnôt notice the time as so many people wanted to 
experience everything we offered and some came to ask questions and take 
notes too.  
 
My particular craft was the stormy sea in a bottle which involved a plastic 
bottle, funnels, water, vegetable oil, blue food colouring and Alka Seltzer 
tablets. It was so popular that for the following week I had to create a print out 
of instructions for people to take home and the teenagers kept coming back to 
make more but in the end helped me to help everyone demanding to make 
one in the short time we had.  
 
And it got so hot! We must have lost at least half a stone each with the heat 
building up in the tent both weeks. I say both weeks as the bookings for the 
second week had to be closed after 24 hrs as 120+ booked in. Yes! The same 
tent! More prayers needed! 
 
As the crafts closed down and we encouraged everyone to sit down for the 
Celebration Time óCreation Interaction Storyô, which EVERYONE got involved 
in, you may be already thinkingé.. how are we going to cook a Messy Meal 
for everyone in a tent in Keswick? Would it be a line of Messy camping stoves 
warming up messy soup? Not possible, donôt even ask me about getting water 
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to the tent!! So, packets of Fair Trade choc raisins etc plus bottles of water did 
the trick, then the Messy Blessing & Messy Grace of course.  
 
We were touched by the amount of people who stayed to ask us questions 
and even help us to tidy up after. And the long journey home each week was 
enlivened by the positive feedback and chat we shared. God really is shining 
Messy Church to the multitudes at the moment and it was a privilege to be a 
part of it. Even though I canôt face looking at another bottle of vegetable oil, 
ever! Thank you everyone who came with me or prayed about this. 
 
In between messy weeks I had had a visit from my son, Tom, a St Maryôs L19: 
Dream Team member, who had told me about a Minister visitor from Canada, 
on his Sabbatical in England re Fresh Expressions of Church, who had seen 
our St Maryôs Church website and turned up at L19: Dream. After enjoying the 
worship and hospitality of Dream he had enquired about L19: Messy Church 
and Tom told him about Messy Keswick. Yes, you guessed right, and Rob 
travelled from London to visit us at Keswick and had many questions and 
asked us to visit Canada!!!

God  in the Arts  

Salvador Daliôs óChrist of St John of the Crossô.  

It is on display at. Kelvingrove Art Gallery and Museum, Glasgow. 
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„In the cross of Christ I glory‟ 

 

One of the earliest drawings of the Crucifixion is a 

rough, primitive sketch scratched onto a wall in Rome: 

it shows a man on a cross, but the man has the head of 

a donkey. The inscription underneath reads, óAlexander 

worships his God.ô It is a crude graffito satirising the 

Christian faith and asking what sort of God would   

allow himself to be crucified. He must be as stupid as a 

donkey for the cross is a sign of defeat and humiliation. 

For those who stood around the cross on Calvary, they 

would have seen only that defeat and humiliation. 

There was nothing victorious in the sight of two      

robbers and a teacher raised up before them. 

 

 

On the face of it, the cross does look like a disaster ï 

nothing victorious, nothing heroic there. Yet nowhere 

in the New Testament is this death portrayed as a    

disaster. The cross is always something powerful and 

life giving. It may be folly to the world, but St Paul 

says it is the wisdom of God and the power of God. St 

Johnôs account of Good Friday (the Gospel always read 

on that day) is permeated by the note of victory: Jesus 

reigns as king from his cross. The words above his 

head proclaiming his kingship are not words of     

mockery, but words of affirmation. This really is the 

king of the world. Our Lordôs final words, óIt is       

accomplishedô is a proclamation of fulfilment and 

achievement. 

 

 

The 14th of September is Holy Cross Day, when we 

celebrate Christ reigning in glory from the tree of the 

Cross: a revelation that a divine chemistry is at work, 

transforming what looks at first sight as death and   

humiliation into the power of love and life eternal. To 

celebrate this victory, here is one of the great iconic 

works of the last century: Salvador Daliôs óChrist of St 

John of the Crossô, painted in 1951. A few years earlier 

Dali had moved from painting vivid and startling     

surreal pictures to works inspired by religious and    

mystical themes. 

 

 

The inspiration for this monthôs painting came from a 

drawing by the 16th century Spanish Carmelite monk 

and poet, St John of the Cross. A small pen and ink 

drawing is transformed into a large painting showing 

Christ hovering over the world. The coastline below is 

Port Lligat in eastern Spain. 

 

 

 

Above we see Christ reigning from the wood of the 

cross. The curious thing is that we as observers look 

down on Christ, who is hung over and above the world. 

Is that darkness behind a reminder of the sunôs light 

failing on the first Good Friday, or is it the prelude to a 

new day and a new creation? 

 

 

The cross is suspended over the world, cradled in the 

vastness of the sky and clouds. But there is a very   

familiar, human scene at the bottom of the painting: the 

disciples fishing, just as they were doing when Jesus 

first called them. 

 

 

Dali shows Jesus as Lord of the world, but also Lord of 

each human life: transcendent and yet part of our lives, 

embracing all creation and reaching out to individual 

hearts. On Holy Cross Day we rejoice that the cross is 

a sign of Godôs love and life for the world. It is also a 

sign of Godôs love and life for each of us, as it was for 

the disciples fishing in the painting. With them we can 

proclaim
